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IMIA CEU Program
Fact Sheet for Continuing Education Providers

The goal of the IMIA CEU program is to promote quality CE activities for medical interpreters.

IMIA CEU Requirements
Any activity intended as an introduction to the field of medical interpreting or designed to educate bilingual individuals who are not practicing interpreters to act as interpreters in medical settings will not qualify to offer IMIA CEUs.
In order to qualify to offer IMIA Continuing Education Units (CEUs), a CE activity must:

· Specifically pertain to medical interpreting

· Be designed to advance the knowledge, skill or ability of professional interpreters

· Have defined learning objectives

How to Submit an Application

To submit an application to offer IMIA CEUs, please visit the online form at http://www.imiaweb.org/education/ceu-app.asp . The standard fee is $55.00 per application. Applications are normally processed within two weeks of the submission date. CE providers are notified by the IMIA of their approval status, as well as how many IMIA CEUs a participant may accrue for completing the CE activity requirements.

Awarding IMIA CEUs

IMIA CEUs are awarded in whole number units, whereby;

· 1 IMIA CEUs 
 =  10 hours of instruction

· 0.1 IMIA CEU
 =  1 hour of instruction

· 0.05 IMIA CEU =  30 minutes of instruction

CE Provider Responsibilities

Providers of IMIA CEU approved CE activities must:

· Reapply to offer IMIA CEUs every three years

· Confirm participant attendance

· Ensure participants meet all entry and exit requirements 

· Issue a certificate of completion stating the name of the CE activity, the date of completion and the number of IMIA CEUs awarded.
